Students in the Kindergarten Readiness Program will also have regularly scheduled classes in art and
physical education.

The program runs Monday through Thursday, 8am — 12pm starting on July 6" and ending on August 13™. Due to the final stages of the
construction project at Watervliet Elementary School, the program will be held at the Watervliet Jr. /Senior High School. The four
day a week program allows students to get a great school experience as well as to have a fun and enjoyable summer.

Students in our Kindergarten Readiness Program will also be given the exciting opportunity of riding a school bus for the first time.
Transportation to and from school will be provided for parents wishing to explore this option.
